A radio receiver is usually more stable 
when the ground connection is on, but 
a little loss in stability usually gives .lust 
enough regeneration to make a set mere 
sensitive. Many receivers work as well 
or better without a ground. 

It will do no harm to operate the <«t 
in this manner. Underwriters' regula­
tions, however, provide that if an out­
side antenna is used there should be a 
lightning arrester on the antenna lead-
in and one side of the lightning ar­
rester must, of course, be grounded. 

Eliminating the Howl 
Radio Editor, Buffalo Evening News: 

I have a seven-tube ail-electric re-
reiver. I cannot get out-of-town sta­
tions loud enough. The wire leading to 
xhe set is 55 feet. About 20 feet pass 
under the house to my radio ;et from 
the aerial. When I disconnect my 
ground wire I get more out-of-town sta­
tions but not clear and loud enough. 
The set starts howling like a mctorboat 
when I turn on the current.

227 and 224 tubes have faster heating j 
filaments than previous models. These 
tend to minimize or eliminate the start- j 
ing howL 

It may be advisable for you to have | 
all of your tubes tested, since poor tubes 

The use of a tuned circuit such as 
described by you undoubtedly will give 
you better selectivity and, if completely 
substituted for the untuned circuit in 
your receiver, may give you somewhat 
greater sensitivity. The danger in­
volved with this arrangement is that 
the set may not be stable, and you may 
be troubled with oscillations. 

Repeat points and image interference 
in a superheterodyne must not be con­
fused with ordinary cross talk resulting 
from partial detection by 224 type tubes 
which are supposed to act only as am­
plifiers, I do not think that 235 type 
tubes in the intermediate frequency am­
plifier will greatly clear up this trou­
ble. However, true cross talk on the 
initial tube of the set should be greatly 
reduced or eliminated if a sufficiently 
selective input circuit is used.
